Competition-wise Rules & Regulations 
This document lays down the detailed rules and regulations for each competition proposed and 

approved under Yuvotsav 2026 – National Conference of Student Company Secretaries. These 

rules shall be uniformly applicable unless specifically modified by the WIRO. 

 

 

GENERAL RULES (APPLICABLE TO ALL COMPETITIONS) 

 Participation is open only to registered ICSI students with valid identity proof. 

 A participant may participate in multiple competitions, but shall manage their own 

schedule. 

 Reporting time and time limits must be strictly adhered to. 

 Judges’ and WIRO decisions shall be final and binding. 

 Use of unfair means, plagiarism, indiscipline or misbehaviour shall lead to immediate 

disqualification. 

 Certificates and prizes shall be awarded by the WIRO. 

 Rules may be modified by the WIRO in the interest of smooth conduct of the event. 
 

 

1. BUSINESS IDEA: “2 MINUTE MEIN” 
 

Nature: Individual | Language: English 

 

Rules: 
1. Participants shall present an innovative business idea addressing People, Planet and 

Profit. 

2. Use of PPT/videos/images is permitted within the allotted time only. 

3. Reading from notes or paper is not allowed. 

4. Time limit: Minimum 1 minute – Maximum 2 minutes (warning bell at 1.5 minutes). 

5. Exceeding time limit shall attract negative marking. 

6. Order of presentation shall be decided by draw of lots. 

 

Judging Criteria: Innovation, sustainability, clarity, feasibility, presentation skills.

2. ESSAY WRITING COMPETITION 
 

Nature: Individual | Language: English 

 

Rules: 
1. Essay shall be written on the topic announced on the spot. 

2. Time limit: 10 to 30 minutes. 

3. Essay must be original and written at the venue. 

 

Judging Criteria: Content, structure, originality, language proficiency. 

 

Awards: 1st, 2nd & 3rd Prize 
 
 

3. TONGUE TWISTER – “ZUBAN SAMBHAL KAR” 
 

Nature: Individual | Language: Hindi / English 

 

Rules: 
1. Each participant shall be given one tongue twister. 

2. Only one attempt is allowed. 

 

Judging Criteria: Clarity, pronunciation, fluency.

4. POETRY COMPETITION 
 

Nature: Individual | Language: Hindi / English 

 

Rules: 
1. Poetry must be self-composed. 

2. Time limit: 1 to 5 minutes. 

 

Judging Criteria: Content, expression, originality, impact.

Nature: Individual / Team (as decided locally) | Language: English

Rules: 
1. Time limit: 2–5 minutes.

Nature: Individual
